WHEREAS, Missouri is projected to add 587 megawatts of solar over the next five years,
the solar industry employs more than 2,500 citizens, and the solar industry in Missouri includes
more than 110 solar companies, 14 manufacturers, 39 installers and developers, and 60 other
related companies; and ‘

WHEREAS, Missouri has over 2,200 megawatts of wind power generating capacity and
another 57 megawatts under construction; and

WHEREAS, Missouri has the third-largest biodiesel production capacity in the nation at
238 million gallons annually from six biodiesel plants.
