WHEREAS, in 2020, 19% of New Hampshire's electricity generation came from renewable
resources, including small-scale solar installations and most of the state's renewable
generation comes from hydroelectric power, biomass, and wind; and

WHEREAS, we must harness the power of New Hampshire’s entrepreneurs and small
businesses and ensure government collaboration to assert American energy leadership and
dominance in the global marketplace, and assure low-cost reliable energy here at home;

NOW, THEREFORE, 1, CHRISTOPHER T. SUNUNU, GOVERNOR of the State of
New Hampshire, do hereby proclaim SEPTEMBER 23-27, 2024 as NEW HAMPSHIRE
